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Institute of Chemistry Awards
Dr. C L de Silva Gold Medal Award
The prestigious award is for an outstanding research contribution in any branch of Chemical Sciences and/ or the use of such research for National Development during the last five (5) years in Sri Lanka.
Sandwich programs carried out particularly abroad do not qualify for the award. However less than 20% of the research findings from work which could not have been carried out in Sri Lanka due to non availability of facilities, may be considered. Credit will be given for the utilization of local raw materials, and where the contribution has already resulted in (i) a publication in a Citation Indexed Journal or (ii) Registering a Patent or (iii) where the contribution has already resulted in a positive impact in the development and innovation in the industry. The category (iii) requires the submission for documentary evidence.
This prestigious award will comprise a Gold Plated Medal with the photo of Dr C L de Silva at the centre and a cash award of Rs 25000/-  
The recipient of the award shall be invited to deliver the C L de Silva Gold Medal Award Lecture at the Institute’s Annual Sessions. 

B. INSTITUTE OF CHEMISTRY SILVER MEDALS

B1 Devanathan Memorial Award
Dr. M. A. V. Devanathan, the doyen of Physical Chemistry in Sri Lanka is one of the greatest and internationally renowned chemists. His name is associated with the Triple Layer Theory in Electrochemistry which is called Devanathan’s Triple Layer theory.

This award is made annually to commemorate the commendable contributions and devoted services of Dr. Devanathan to the international community, the nation and the professional body of chemists in Sri Lanka.


The award is for an exceptional research contribution of an original nature in the field of Physical Chemistry and or related areas, such as Physical-Inorganic, Physical-Organic and Biophysical chemistry.
The award comprises a Silver Medal and a cash of Rs.10,000. The recipient of the award shall be invited to deliver the “Devanathan Memorial Award Lecture” at the Institute’s Annual Sessions.
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B2 Chandrasena Memorial Award
This award is made annually to commemorate Professor J. P. C. Chandrasena who was the first Sri Lankan to hold the Chair of Chemistry at the University of Ceylon.  Prof Chandrasena excelled in the field of Organic Chemistry & Pharmacology. 

The award is for an exceptional research contribution of an original nature in the field of Organic Chemistry and/or related areas such as Biochemistry, Pharmacognosy, Molecular Biology and Bioactivity studies.

The award comprises a Silver Medal and a cash award of Rs.10,000. The recipient of the award shall be invited to deliver the “Chandrasena Memorial Award Lecture" at the Institute’s Annual Sessions.


B3 Ramakrishna Memorial Award

This award to be presented for the first time in 2011 will be made annually to commemorate Prof. R S Ramakrishna, former Professor of Chemistry at the University of Ceylon in Colombo was a pioneering leader in the development of research in Inorganic & Analytical Chemistry. He developed the first MSc. Program (Analytical Chemistry) in Sri Lanka. He served as President of the Institute of Chemistry, Ceylon in 1978/79 during which period our very successful and popular Graduateship Program in Chemistry was inaugurated.

The award will be made for an exceptional research contribution of an original nature in the field of Inorganic and/ or Analytical Chemistry and/or related areas such as Bio-inorganic Chemistry or Bio- analytical Chemistry.

The award comprises a Silver Medal and a Cash Award of Rs.10, 000. The recipient of the award will be invited to deliver the “Ramakrishna Memorial Award Lecture” at the Institute’s Annual Session 
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C.  INSTITUTE OF CHEMISTRY BRONZE MEDALS

C. Kandiah Memorial Awards 

Awarded for the best research contribution in Chemistry carried out by a postgraduate student registered for a postgraduate degree by either course work or/ and research at a Higher Educational Institute in Sri Lanka and for work carried out in Sri Lanka, with the exception of special analysis that cannot be done in the country. Such results should be less than 20% of the findings from the work. Sandwich programs carried out partially abroad do not qualify for the award.
These awards are made annually to commemorate Professor A Kandiah, the first President of the Chemical Society of Ceylon. Professor Kandiah served the University of Ceylon from 1933 to 1951. He was the Professor of Chemistry at the University of Ceylon until his death.
Each award will comprise a Bronze Medal and a sum of Rs 5000/-. 

The recipient of each award shall be invited to deliver the "Kandiah Memorial Award Lecture" at the Institute’s Annual Sessions.

C 1 	Kandiah Award for Basic Chemistry
	This award will be made annually for research predominately in basic 	Chemistry (Organic, Inorganic, Physical, and Analytical).

C 2 	Kandiah Award for Applied Chemistry 
	This award will be made annually for research in Chemistry related areas 	such as polymer, food, biochemistry, biotechnology, where interdisciplinary 	research is involved and provided that chemistry has a central role and 	comprises at least 50% of the content.

C 3 	Kandiah Memorial Graduateship Award
		This will be awarded annually for the best piece of research in the Chemical 		Sciences carried out by a Graduate Chemist of the College of Chemical 			Sciences/Institute Chemistry Ceylon registered with a Higher Education 			Institute for a Post Graduate Degree.

2. 	In the case of Kandiah Memorial Awards the work presented for the award 	should have been carried out within five years of the closing date for 	applications and/or nominations for the award. In the case of those who registered 	for post graduate degree by course work, the degree should have been awarded 	when the application/nomination is made.

3. 	Awards will, however, not be made if the work submitted is not of a suitable 	standard.

4. 	These awards will be presented at the Annual Sessions of the Institute of 	Chemistry, Ceylon. Work previously presented and recognized for any award 	shall not be taken into account unless further work has been carried out to a 	significant extent.

5. 	The recipient of each award shall be invited to deliver the respective Award 	Lecture on the work submitted, at the Annual Sessions of the Institute.
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6. 	The applications and nominations should be accompanied by the following:-

This award is being made from the Professor M. U. S. Sultanbawa Felicitation fund, which was established on the occasion of his 75th birthday to recognize the unique, distinguished and significant contribution made to the cause of Science, Chemistry, Education and Research in Sri Lanka by Vidya Jyothi Professor Mohamed Uvais Siddeek Sultanbawa.

The award will comprise a certificate, Medal and a sum of Rs. 10,000/-


CRITERIA FOR THE AWARD

1. 	This award is made annually for the Best Research paper presented at the Annual Sessions.

 (
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)2. 	The award is open to citizens of Sri Lanka, who present research papers at the Technical Sessions of the Institute of Chemistry in 2011, pertaining to work principally carried out and completed in Sri Lanka. Those who wish to be considered for this award should make a formal application on the prescribed form (Form D) to reach the Hony. Secretary, Institute of Chemistry, together with the other specified requirements and the abstract, on or before 31st January 2011.

	If there is more than one author for the paper, the prescribed form should be submitted by an author who is a Corporate Member of the Institute. 

3. 	After the applicants are informed about the acceptance of the paper, those who have applied for this award and whose papers have been accepted will be required to submit three copies of the full text of the paper pertaining to the abstract in the form of a manuscript suitable for publication in "Chemistry in Sri Lanka" on or before 15th May 2011.

	This manuscript will be made available to the Selection Committee. Failure to submit the full paper in the manner required will ipso facto result in disqualification for consideration for the award.

4. 	The selection committee will decide on the award, on the basis of the full paper submitted, presentation made at the Annual Sessions, and the discussion subsequent to the presentation.

5. 	The formal presentation at the sessions can be made by any author who is a Corporate / Graduate member of the Institute. However, all the authors would be able to answer questions and discuss the paper subsequent to the formal presentation.

6. 	The award will however not be made, if the papers submitted for consideration for the award are not of a suitable standard.

7. 	The award (which will comprise a certificate, Medal and a sum of Rs. 10,000/=) will be presented at the subsequent Annual Sessions of the Institute. Where there is more than one author for a paper, the award will be made jointly, but presented to the Institute Corporate Member who submits the prescribed form.

8. 	Work previously presented and recognized for any award in Sri Lanka or abroad shall not be eligible for consideration of this award.

9. 	The medium of communication shall be English.

10. 	The decision of the Council on all matters pertaining to the award shall be final.
